ii. John suggests 10-1 M-Th 
iii. Hannah asks 1L’s to send their schedules and then John will send out a sign up sheet 
iii. Merch will be open to faculty and staff 
f. Graduation Accessories 
i. Different clubs you can get a cord for graduation, but SBA does not have one so Hannah suggests we make one for those in SBA. 
ii. Relatively cheap, order in bulk then people can have them every year 
iii. Giulia adds: clubs can pay out of their own budget to get graduation cords – 
iv. Emily adds the clubs have to let Dean Hillburger know by this Friday, 16th if you want cords for this 2024 graduation 
g. Voice your concerns 
i. Possible survey? 
ii. Sharing resources with other students 
i. Met with GSA president yesterday about the mandated health care being taken away 
ii. Students for public health are putting together a petition and then SBA will review and if acceptable will sign it 
iii. If Health care is not brought back, then GSA is going to put together a booklet with materials so people know where to get health care 
iv. If you are personally affected by this, reach out to Hannah because she is looking for  testimonials to give to the school 
v. Hannah also reached out to Blue Table – emergency food pantry – not a sustainable source of healthy meals – wants to plan a food drive with them 
1. Wants to set up a survey for what law students need – anything the board is particularly concerned about can reach out to Hannah 
2. She is going to post everything and the survey will go out to classes 
VII. Other Executive Board Updates 
a. Elections: 
i. April 1st for April 5th 
ii. All of those who want to keep their positions have to re-run; and those who are stepping down their positions are free 
iii. Clubs took a long time last year to re-register themselves on UB linked – so before the budget meeting if Clubs do not list who their new e board is on UB linked then you do not get money next year from SBA 
iv. Need to have a new e-board by the end of April and need to show up to the Budget meeting 
v. Spread the word: need to do elections, show up to the budget meeting and propose a budget 
vi. Henry asked about the budgets – Hannah says they have to be itemized; SBA also has to pitch their budget especially for events hosted by us 
1. Also asked for something in advance about what traditionally was asked for so the new directors can be informed 
2. Need to decide by the first week of March when the budget meeting should be – more about that in the coming weeks

a. Henry asks about ABA evaluations? Hannah was not informed but she will ask around 
b. Pari asks about if accreditation will be taken away what happens? Hannah will look into it to help ease people – not a big concern though 
c. Eliza said she heard ABA was happy with the visit and we are not losing accreditation
d. Pari – are there any other events we volunteer for? 
e. Barristers, merch sale, decompression – really just need help checking people in – if you are not going to any of the events then you do not need to come work it
