IV. New Business
a. Budget meeting 
i. Thursday, April 18th 5 pm 
ii. Emailed all of the clubs – need to be at the budget meeting or you will not be allotted a budget 
iii. Everything needs to be in by April 11th 
1. Ron said they did not get an email about the April 11th deadline – Hannah said to send her an email about it 
b. Accepted Students Day 
i. Friday, April 5th – might need help he will reach out to members to see if he does 
ii. Also another merch sale in a few weeks 
1. More crew necks, polos and rugby shirts 
iii. Elections – actual voting is postponed to the April 11th – go from noon on the 11th to noon on the 12th 
1. Keep campaigning until the 11th 
c. Barristers update 
i. Ticket sales 4/1-4/12 
1. Already sold 200 ish and 350 total 
2. $40 students; $50 guests 
ii. Need volunteers to help with check-in 
1. Have 4 groups and work alphabetically 
2. Highlight names to 
3. 7-7:45 – 15 minute shifts – 
4. Sending google doc in the group me 
iii. Theme: garden party 
iv. Uber vouchers 
1. Every student will get a $20 uber voucher – running from 3 pm to 3 am 
d. Conference Fund update 
i. About 10,000 left in the conference fund – about 20 more students can get money 
ii. After that the funds will be depleted 
e. Organization Proposals 
i. Gaming Regulation and Law Society/GRLS
1. Seth Hannum and Nick (secretary) presented 
2. Purpose – expose students to the gaming law industry (sports betting/gambling) 
3. Want to bring in speaker’s from the industry to talk to students, regulations, etc. 
4. Requesting a $50 budget to get pizza for their general interest meeting 
5. Questions: 
a. Gianna – if they ask for $50 today can they request a bigger budget? Hannah says yes 
b. Henry endorses the guys in the club 
6. Hannah calls it to a vote to establish the club 
a. Vote passes – Hannah will email them 
b. Vote for $100 budget passes 
ii. Italian Law Students Association 
1. Amadeo and Giulia presented 
2. Italian americans are prominent in the law community – want to have a club 
3. Will have more info on events at the budget meeting 
4. Right now request in $200 
a. $100 for general interest meeting for foods and drinks 
b. $100 for a movie night to show a classic italian movie 
5. Next year plan to have fundraisers such as a bake sale
6. Want to plan a recipe night, cooking night, Italian American Lawyer and Judges 
7. Association is open to everyone 
8. Questions
a. Pari asks how much money there is left? 
i. Tyler – money left in the other clubs; clubs do not spend their whole budget; Tyler reaches out to the clubs to see if they will use it and if they do not 
b. Lachlan – if we are giving $100 to gaming why don’t we give $100 to the italian association? 
i. Hannah said we have to call it to a vote 
c. Ron says $200 for a general interest meeting is a lot and for movie nights the law library helps out a lot 
d. Aliza – what is the remainder of the budget 
i. $8,025 – but this money will transfer over for next year but also not an accurate number because of revenue and school regulations but whatever money we allocate them will come from this budget line 
e. Henry – will there be left over revenue from decompression or barristers? 
i. Should make money from Barristers ticket sales to 
f. Katherine – if they budgeted for $50 then should we be giving them more money? 
i. Tyler is just trying to be prepared if they do spend more money – Aliza asks how that works and Tyler said SBA is responsible if clubs go over their budget 
g. Pari reccomends $100 for the gaming society and $150 for italian association 
9. Hannah calls it to a vote 
a. Establishment passes 
b. Budget for $150 passes 
f. Budget appeal
i. Sports Law Society 
ii. Plans to attend a Bisons game and get an educational background from the bisons group (got a tour, heard about how lawyers cane become involved in sports as a career, and rented out the upper deck, this price would include the tickets) 
iii. Budget - $1250 left 
iv. Cost would be a little over $2000 for the game 
v. Game would be April 27th at 1 pm 
vi. Questions: 
1. Last year about 30 people went and 
2. Hannah asked if they could pitch in money and then we would supplement the rest 
a. They said they could do that 
3. Hannah asked how much money the tickets are? 
a. Law society did not 
4. Giulia said in their budget for this year they planned to raise $1,000 in revenue and asked if they had any fundraising 
5. Delaney asked if this is offered to other students? 
a. Yes but offered to law society students first and then offered to all students 
6. Pari – wanted to make sure she has the math right? Clarifying they are asking for 1500 
7. Joe says there would be 700 left over so where would that go? 
a. They have other events going on this semester and that money would go to those events 
8. Hannah asks how much each panel would cost? 
a. $100 each 
9. Henry asks if the math is again correct? Also do they have a plan to combat if we don’t give them enough money like fundraising?? 
a. LS believes they can fundraise for some of the ticket prices – reasonable compromise 
10. Aliza asks if they have done any fundraising this year yet? 
a. LS says they have not done any fundraising this year 
11. Haley asked if this is a reoccuring event? 
a. LS said yes 
vii. Discussion between the board about fundraising and how to enforce it with clubs; many raised issue with rewarding clubs that do not fundraise 
viii. Haley made the comment that this club is important to bring events to the school but agrees they do need to fundraise 
ix. Hannah mentions this is a balance of interest – we want them to have this event and students to go but also they should’ve fundraised 
x. Delaney said that the club was very in the dark this year and will send an email about what they should do next year 
xi. Tyler motions for $1,000 for the society 
1. Joe said they would still be short on money 
2. Henry says we give $750 
xii. Vote for $750 and $1,000 and vote passes for $1,000 
xiii. Gianna asked if we can ammend the constitution to mandate clubs fundraise within the first semester? 
1. Yes 
xiv. Henry also requested maybe a December check in to see how clubs are doing to see if they need to appeal the budget? 
1. Hannah said that is a good idea but all things that may need to be proposed for next year
